According to the International Energy Agency (IEA), 140 million people in
Nigeria lack access to electricity, constituting 71% of the country’s population.
Addressing this energy shortfall is critical, but the challenge extends beyond
mere electrification.

What is Nigeria's energy crisis?

However, the country faces a persistent energy crisis, characterized by
inadequate electricity supply and frequent power outages. Nigeria's energy
sector is heavily reliant on fossil fuels, particularly natural gas and oil, which
account for a significant portion of its electricity generation.

Which sector consumes the most energy in Nigeria?

The industry sector contributes around 19.7%. The transport sector consumes
about 20.2% of the total energy. The agriculture sector represents a small
portion, about 0.4%. Lastly, the residential sector is the largest consumer,
with approximately 51.8% of the primary energy consumption. Fig. 2. Energy
consumption by sectors in Nigeria .
